c¢) Eounterparts: Electronic Transmission. This Amendment may be signed in duplicate counterparts
with the same force and effect as if all required signatures were contained in a single, original
nstrument. The Parties expressly agree that this Amendment may be signed and transmitted by

he Parties through electronic means and such electronic execution and transmission shall have
he same effect as an original.
